YEOH KEAN THAI      (b.1966   Malaysia)

She has traveled extensively to capture dancers, audiences, performances and silences.    She also photographs urban and rural landscapes, investigating cultural dialogues and developments.

Her masterful interpretations of these subjects have brought her recognition as a formidable young photographic talent with a discerning and elegant eye.
